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2. Install included #14 round slotted wood mounting
screws into pre-marked holes. Note, all mirrors must 
be installed in contractor supplied blocking.
Slide the mirror assembly onto the screws.

TROUBLESHOOTING
The mirror doesn’t light:
A. Check the connection between the mirror and buildings wiring.
B. Verify that there is power coming out of the power supply.
C. Verify that there is 120V power coming out of the buildings junction box.
D. Verify that the tape light has not been unplugged from the power supply.

Punch out one of the three holes on the power 
supply box and bring in incoming AC power wires to 
the box. Utilize the provided Romex connectors and 
make all connections inside the power supply box 
following the wiring diagram below. Please note, the 
lighting will be pre-wired to the mirror.
